2.8 Pronouns

Pronouns are also subject to inflection. They can be classified into six groups: personal, possessive,
demonstrative, interrogative, indefinite and reflexive. In line with more recent research [14], the
words er (who, which, that) CONJ (archaic ed) and sem (who, which, that) CONJ are considered to be
conjunctions (see section 2.13), although the traditional classification as relative pronouns is also
acceptable. The following paragraphs deal with each of the aforementioned groups in more detail.

Personal pronouns define three grammatical persons. The 1st person is the one who speaks (i.e.
speaker — I, we); the 2nd is the one who is spoken to (listener — you); the 3rd is the one that is
spoken about (someone else — he, she, it, they).
